I am writing to let you know that we have had to make the decision to continue with the
reduced number of students on site each day.

Unfortunately, there continues to be a number of staff who are absent and this has left us Sapere Aude
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absences, however, they are unable to provide any staff at this time.

As a result, | have reluctantly made the decision to continue with a revised timetable which
means that not all year groups will attend school on a full-time basis next week. The details
of the arrangements for week beginning Monday 13" December are outlined below.

Please note that Years 11 and 13 will remain in school full-time and will follow their normal
timetable. We have prioritised these year groups due to the fact that they are preparing for
their external exams and they have already been disproportionally affected by school
closures since the beginning of the pandemic.

For Years 7-10 and 12, the table below indicates the days that each year group will not be in school:
Monday 13" December Year 7
Tuesday 14" December Year 8
Wednesday 15" December Year 9
Thursday 16" December Year 10

Friday 17*" December Year 12

The school remains committed to providing a high-quality curriculum to all students whether they are in school or
learning from home. On the days that students are required to learn from home, they should continue to follow
their usual timetable and work will be provided on Show My Homework for them to complete independently. This
includes mentor time.

We fully appreciate the impact that this will have on our young people and yourselves as parents and carers. We
apologise for the additional disruption to learning and family life that these measures will inevitably bring but hope it
is understood that the school would not be taking these exceptional measures unless it was absolutely essential to
do so.
