	Our Level 2 Textile Design students recently took part in a 4-week project to design and produce fabrics for educational sensory toys for children with specialist needs. For example, young children who are developing their fine motor skills, those with sensory processing disorders, children with neurodivergence or disabilities etc. Students had to carefully consider material, colour and finishing choices as well as safety aspects of their materials. This project was important for students to think of textiles outside the familiar fashion and interiors sectors, it also encouraged students to think about neurodiversity, inclusivity and wellbeing. The project was conducted with input from Occupational Therapy degree staff and students at the University of Southampton, including a visit by OT students to WSA during which students were able to share their projects and reflections.

The students will continue to collaborate up to a showcase in June. Our students gained experience through a question-and-answer session with OTs from ACE children’s occupational therapy centre and gave insight into the needs be considered.
